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LONDON`S HISTORY
Å It is thought that London was founded

before the Roman invasion , however
archiological evidence isscarce . It
suggests that there might have been a 
bridge near the current MI6 building
(secret service ) as early as 3.000 years
ago .

Å London was probably founded some
seven years after the Roman invasion of
Britain (those of you who know Asterix
might know about this. One thing that is
not true in Asterix: The Roman invasion
did not happen in 43 BC as the famous
comic book suggests, but in 43 AD.



BIG BEN
ÅAt first it is the unofficial name of the big bell 

in the belfry. Subsequently, it gradually 
begins to be used also for the clock and the 
tower. During Queen Victoria, the Tower 
was called the Tower of St. Stefan.

ÅThe big bell weighs 13.76 tons, it is 2.29 m 
high and its bottom diameter is 2.74 m. Big 
Ben is the largest bell in a clock mechanism. 
London is bigger than it is only the bell of St. 
Paul, who weighs 17 tons.

ÅThe clock tower was built in 1858, and the 
clock mechanism was launched on 
September 7, 1859. The tower is 96 m high.



WESTMINSTER ABBEY
ÅWestminster Abbey, formally titled the Collegiate Church of St Peter

at Westminster, is a large, mainly Gothic abbey church in the City of
Westminster, London, England, just to the west of the Palace of
Westminster. It is one of the United Kingdom's most notable
religious buildings and the traditional place of coronation and burial
site for English and, later, British monarchs. The building itself was a 
Benedictine monastic church until the monastery was dissolved in
1539. Between 1540 and 1556, the abbey had the status of a 
cathedral. Since 1560, the building is no longer an abbey or a 
cathedral, having instead the status of a Church of England "Royal 
Peculiar"ða church responsible directly to the sovereign.



THE LONDON EYE
ÅThe London Eye, the London Eye of 

Merlin Enterprise, also known as 
the Millennium Wheel, is a 
London Ferris wheel built in 1999 
in honor of the new millennium.

ÅWith its height of 135 m [1] it is the 
highest Ferris wheel in Europe.



STONEHENGE
ÅStonehengeis a Neolithic / Bronze 

Age monument located on 
Salisbury Plain, Wiltshire, southern 
England. The first monument on 
the site, began around 3100 BC, 
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about 360 feet (110 metres) in 
diameter, a 'henge' in the 
archaeological sense being a 
circular or oval -shaped flat area 
enclosed by a boundary earthwork .
